\ Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

If you intend to master English, you must use it. You will be expected to speak in English in the following
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contexts: (1) with a partner (2) in a small group (3) in a formal presentation in front of the class (4) with
your teacher (5) with strangers in out-of-class assignments. You will also listen to audio clips and/or
watch videos and will be expected to discuss and write about the content in English.

Acquiring another language requires focused effort. Sitting in class is simply not sufficient for you to
succeed. You must take notes in class, and study, speak, read, and listen to English as much as you
possibly can outside of class. College guidelines suggest that you study two hours for every hour of class.
Since this is a five-hour class, this would mean that you are expected to study or participate in some other
learning activity for an additional ten hours every week.

Additional Responsibilities: I do not necessarily cover the book page-by-page. It is your responsibility
to read the section in the textbook relevant to the topic on which I lecture and ask any questions you have
regarding the information.

Method of Evaluation to Determine If Objectives Have Been Met by Students:
Quizzes, Final exam, Oral Assignments, Writing assignments, Classwork/homework

Instructional Methodology: Audio Visual, Discussion, Group Activity, Pair activity, Lecture
Example assignments:

Reading and Writing: 1. Read a magazine/newspaper article provided by the instructor. Share your
opinion on the article or create an outline for the article. 2. Read a short story provided by the instructor.
Write a different end to the story.

Out-of-class: 1. Survey a group of Americans using the questions provided and 2 of your original
questions. Organize and share the results of the survey using PPT, a chart, or other organizational tool. 2.
Review a movie. Explain why you like/dislike the movie. Write a 10-12 sentence paragraph using a
reason/example organization pattern and a variety of clauses and sentence types.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the
amount of student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2)
hours of out-of-class time per week over the span of a semester. WASC has adopted a similar
requirement.

\ Course Grading Based on Course Objectives \

This course must be taken for a letter grade. You will be assigned a final grade based on your
homework/classwork, quizzes, oral assignments, written assignments, and the final exam. In order to
pass the course, you must pass the final exam.

Your final grade is comprised of the following categories:
Writing assignments: 30%
Quizzes: 25%
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Classwork/Homework: 15%
Oral assignments: 10%
Final Exam: 20%.

The grading scale is as follows: 90-100% = A; 80-89% = B; 70-79% = C; 60-69% = D; 0-59% = F

Homework: All homework assignments must be handed in on the date they are due. If you fail to
complete or turn in the homework on the date it is due, you will receive a grade of zero for that
assignment, unless you present proof of absence excused by virtue of California Education Code Section
48205 or by policies published by Imperial Valley College District. In the event that your absence is
excused, you must turn in the assignment at the beginning of the next class meeting following your
excused absence.

Quizzes: [ will give you quizzes throughout the semester. No makeup quizzes will be given unless you
present a doctor’s excuse certifying that you were incapacitated and unable to take the quiz on the
appointed day. If you miss a quiz, you will receive a grade of zero for that quiz unless you present proof of
absence excused by virtue of California Education Code Section 48205 or by policies published by
Imperial Valley College District.

Final Exam: There will be only one final exam, administered on the date listed in the class schedule.

| Attendance

e A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory
activity of an online class will be dropped by the instructor as of the first official meeting of that class.
Should readmission be desired, the student’s status will be the same as that of any other student who
desires to add a class. It is the student’s responsibility to drop or officially withdraw from the class.

(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!!1)].

\ Academic Honesty

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding
intellectual property.

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty violations and
their definitions are not meant to be exhaustive.
