 Course Description 

Required language: The course will cover the philosophy of Administration of Justice in America and it’s 

various subsystems. It will examine the roles and role expectations of criminal justice agents and their 

interrelationship in society. The concepts of crime causations, punishment and rehabilitation are introduced. 

The basic course provides a better understanding of the criminal justice system and orients the student to career 

opportunities. Ethics, education and training for professionalism in the system are discussed in this course 

Required language: Upon course completion, the successful student will have acquired new skills, knowledge 

and or attitudes as demonstrated by being able to:

3. Distinguish the system's responsibilities to the community, social implications of crime and general concepts 

in crime causation. 

4. Compare and contract various agencies, their organizational structures and develop an appreciation of the 

education, training and professionalism in the justice system. 

5. Demonstrate an understanding of basic legal terms, the organization and concepts of the United States court 

system and identify the roles, functions and relationships of persons within the court system. 

6. Summarize the history, structure and operation of the American correctional system. 

7. Compare and contrast the juvenile justice system and its interrelationships with the criminal justice system.
