\ Course Description

ESL 003 is a grammar class in an English only environment designed for the intermediate ESL
student. The course emphasizes grammar and writing sentences and short paragraphs.

1. Write sentences in English with correct subject verb agreement.

2. Correctly form and us verbs in a variety of tenses.

3. Demonstrate knowledge of and ability to use correct punctuation and mechanics.

\ Course Objectives

1. Demonstrate the ability to write sentences and an 8-10 sentence paragraph using correct

grammar, capitalization, and mechanics.

2. Demonstrate the ability to write topic sentences with topics and controlling ideas.

3. Demonstrate the ability to write simple, compound, and complex sentences with correct
punctuation and demonstrate the ability to identify and write noun, adverb, and adjective clauses.
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4. Demonstrate the ability to use, recognize, and produce verb + gerund combinations, verb +
infinitive combinations, and verb + infinitive or gerund combinations and demonstrate the ability to
understand infinitives of purpose and gerunds/infinitives as subjects and objects.

5. Demonstrate mastery in recognizing and using prepositions of time and location.

6. Demonstrate mastery in recognizing and using subject, object, adjective, and possessive
pronouns.

7. Demonstrate competency in using nouns in singular, plural, count, and non count forms including
their correct spelling, appropriate possessive forms, expressions of quantity, and corresponding
articles.

8. Demonstrate competency using modal verbs of ability (can, could, be able to), permission (can,
could, may),request (can, could, will, would), advice (should, ought to, had better), necessity (have
to, have got to, must), possibility (may, might, could), and prohibition (can't).

9. Demonstrate competency in creating statements and questions in the affirmative, negative, and
imperative forms in the following tenses: simple present, present progressive, simple past, past
progressive, and future forms.

10. Demonstrate the ability to use the present perfect and present perfect progressive tenses.
11. Demonstrate competency using subject verb agreement.

12. Demonstrate competency classifying the parts of speech and identifying the parts of a sentence.

You need to print out my Verb Tense Review Manual, read all
information assigned in the manual, and do the corresponding practices. If you are confused or have
questions, talk to me during my online office hours and/or attend review sessions with our
imbedded tutor. You will not learn or retain this grammar unless you apply it in your speaking and
writing. You need to make an effort to use the grammar you learn in my class, so doing the writing
assignments is very important and trying to practice the grammar orally is essential. I know
learning online is challenging, but we will have a very productive semester if you read all
announcements carefully, attend online lectures, communicate with me via email or zoom
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conferences, and work closely with our tutor. You can learn English online if you are serious and
motivated.
