\ Course Description

The course is designed for heritage speakers of Spanish or other linguistically qualified students. The course
provides instruction that builds upon the four basic language skills: listening, speaking, reading, and writing;
placing emphasis on acquiring proficiency using formal Spanish at the intermediate level. The course also focuses
on language challenges particular to Heritage and Native speakers such as orthography, the inappropriate mix of
English and Spanish, and contrasts between standard Spanish and regional variations. Emphasis will be on the
indicative tenses: present, preterit, imperfect, and future. These skills will be explored through reading in the
contemporary culture of Spain, Latin America, and the Spanish speaking communities in the United States -
Mexican, Cuban, Puerto Rican, and Central American. (CSU) (UC credit limited. See a counselor.)

\ Course Prerequisite(s) and/or Corequisite(s)

Spanish speaking fluency, native or near native or 3 years of high school Spanish.

Actividades de practica

En los médulos de aprendizaje habra varias actividades de practica. Estas pueden ser practicas gramaticales o
pueden ser preguntas de comprension sobre lecturas y cortometrajes. Las actividades de practica de los mddulos
de gramatica usted puede tomarlas hasta en 3 ocasiones. Las actividades de practica en los mddulos de Cultura,
Literatura y Lectura y Comprensidn sélo tendrd una oportunidad para hacerlas, pero puede pausarlas y regresar a
ellas sin problema.

Asignaturas orales.
El estudiante tendra dos asignaturas orales con el maestro, la videopresentacién autobiografica y la videoresefia.

Videopresentacion:
La primera de ellas sera un video autobiografico de entre 3-5 minutos de duracion. El video sera calificado segtin
la correccién al hablar (gramatica y ortografia), uso del registro lingiiistico formal y la presencia de “Spanglish”. No
debera leer su presentacién, debe mantener contacto con la caAmara.

Videoreseiia:
La segunda asignatura oral consistira en un video en donde el estudiante grabara una resefia de un cuento que
haya leido para este fin. El estudiante llenara una plantilla con preguntas sobre el cuento y después comentara la
resefia por video. No debera leer su videoresefia, debe aprender lo que dird y mantener contacto con la camara.

Escritura

En esta clase hay dos tipos de asignaturas escritas; las llamadas “jA Escribir!” y los ensayos.

iA Escribir!

Las asignaturas escritas llamadas “A Escribir” tienen un valor de 10 puntos, son semanales y estan relacionadas
con actividades y lecturas incluidas en los libros. Estas asignaturas (A Escribir) se encuentran en los médulos de
escritura y deben enviarse a mas tardar los viernes. Una vez que el maestro reciba el envio le sefialara las faltas de
ortografia por medio de simbolos de correccion (la guia la puede encontrar en Recursos y Preguntas Frecuentes),
le asignara una calificacion parcial y se la regresard al estudiante quien debera hacer las correcciones necesarias y
regresar la asignatura corregida para el domingo de esa misma semana. Si la asignatura no se corrige entones se
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quedara la calificacion parcial que el maestro asigno al primer envio. IMPORTANTE: Si no se envia el viernes
entonces NO se califica y se pierden esos 10 puntos.

Ensayo o composicidn escrita:

Habra tres ensayos a lo largo de la clase. Una carta de opinién, un ensayo descriptivo y un ensayo narrativo. Estos
ensayos se enviaran por Canvas como documentos adjuntos en las fechas determinadas en el calendario. En el caso
del ensayo descriptivo y el ensayo narrativo, tendran que llevar una versién preliminar (borrador/“draft”) con un
tutor antes de enviar la version final. Si el estudiante NO entrega un borrador la entonces NO se aceptara la
version final del ensayo. Ningin ensayo serd perdonado, por lo tanto es importante que entregue tanto los
borradores como las versiones finales.

Discusion en clase:

Las discusiones semanales pueden encontrarse en los médulos de aprendizaje. Las discusiones seran sobre temas
relacionados con actividades de los textos sobre los cuales los estudiantes tienen que opinar. Por cada tema, los
estudiantes tienen que escribir su opinién y también comentar sobre la opinién de otro compafiero en otras dos
entradas. De esta manera tendran que escribir tres entradas por tema semanalmente. La primera participacién en
la discusidn debe hacerse para el dia jueves de cada semana. Sisu primera participacion no esta en la discusion para
el jueves de esa semana perdera los puntos correspondientes. Sus otros dos comentarios a los compafiero/as se
vencen el domingo de esa semana.

Recuerde, la primera participacién es su respuesta a la pregunta del profesor, debe tener por lo menos 150
palabras y se vence el jueves a las 11:59 pm. La segunda parte consta de dos comentarios a dos distintos
companeros de clase, cada uno de mis comentarios debe tener por lo menos 50 palabras y se vencen el domingo. Si
su participacién no aporta a la discusién, no recibird puntos por su respuesta.

Sino envia su primera participacion el jueves entonces NO se aceptaran los comentarios a los compafieros y
perderan los 12 puntos posibles.

Repasos:

El maestro ofrecera repasos presenciales en IVC. Silos estudiantes lo solicitan, el maestro abrira sesiones de
repaso via zoom antes de los examenes o en cualquier momento durante el semestre.

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ESTRUCTURA DEL CURSO ONLINE:

Este curso esta organizado en una leccién preliminar y 5 lecciones mas. Cada leccion esta divida en semanas y éstas
incluyen médulos de aprendizaje. Los mddulos de aprendizaje tienen 5 areas divididas en:

1) Historia, cultura y sociedad
a. Contiene videos y lecturas sobre aspectos relevantes de los paises de habla hispana.
2) Gramaticay Ortografia
a. Contiene explicaciones gramaticales y ortograficas, asi como ejercicios.
3) Ciney Literatura
a. Contiene cortometrajes y obras literarias y ejercicios de comprension y analisis.
4) Lecturay comprension
a. Contiene lecturas provenientes del texto y de periédicos de América Latina.
5) Escritura
a. Contiene ejercicios de escritura y ensayos.

En su conjunto, los médulos tienen la intencion de desarrollar en el estudiante las 4 habilidades o destrezas
lingiiisticas necesarias para aprender un idioma: la escritura, la lectura, la habilidad auditiva y la destreza oral. A su
vez, los moédulos abarcan los “Institutional Learning Outcomes” y los “Program Learning Outcomes” con el fin de
tener un acercamiento global en la formacidn del estudiante.

2. ARRIVE AT CAMPUS EARLY (at least 15 minutes early is advised).

a. The number of students in a classroom at any one time is very limited so you have plenty of space

to spread and ensure that you stay at least 6 feet from others.
7. BRING YOUR OWN FOOD AND DRINKS.
a. There is no food service currently offered on campus.

\ Online Netiquette

o Whatis netiquette? Netiquette is internet manners, online etiquette, and digital etiquette all rolled into one
word. Basically, netiquette is a set of rules for behaving properly online.

e Students are to comply with the following rules of netiquette: (1) identify yourself, (2) include a subject
line, (3) avoid sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5) acknowledge and return messages
promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use appropriate language,
(10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and (11) use appropriate
intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple exclamation marks (!!!!)].

How am I expected to act in an online “classroom” (especially Zoom)?
Attending a virtual meeting can be a challenge when there are many students on one conference call.

Participating in such meetings may count as class attendance, but disruptive behavior may also result in you
not being admitted to future meetings.  Follow the tips below for best results:

1) Be RESPECTFUL

a. Your written, verbal, and non-verbal communications should be respectful and focused on

the learning topics of the class.

2) Find a QUIET LOCATION & SILENCE YOUR PHONE (if zooming)

a. People walking around and pets barking can be a distraction.

3) EAT ATA DIFFERENT TIME.

a. Crunching food or chugging drinks is distracting for others.

b. Synchronous zoom times are set  in advance so reserve meals for outside class meetings.

4) ADJUST YOUR LIGHTING SO THAT OTHERS CAN SEE YOU

a.Itishard to see you in dim lighting so find a location with light.
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b. If your back is to a bright window, you will be what is called “backlit” and not only is it hard on
the eyes (glare) but you look like a silhouette.

5) POSITION THE CAMERA SO THAT YOUR FACE AND EYES ARE SHOWING

a. If you are using the camera, show your face; it helps others see your non-verbal cues.

b. You may be at home, but meeting in pajamas or  shirtless is not appropriate  so dress suitably.
Comb your hair, clean your teeth, fix your clothes, etc. before your meeting time to show self- respect and
respect for others.

6) Be READ Y TO LEARN AND PAY ATTENTION

a. Catch up on other emails or other work later.

b. If you are Zooming, silence your phone and put it away.

c. If you are in a room with a TV - turn it off.

7) USE YOUR MUTE BUTTON WHEN IN LOUD PLACES OR FOR DISTRACTIONS

a. Pets barking, children crying, sneezing, coughing, etc. can happen unexpectedly. It’s best if you
conference in a private space, but if you can’t find a quiet place, when noises arise MUTE your laptop.
8) REMEMBER TO UNMUTE WHEN SPEAKING

a. Follow your instructor’s directions about using the “raise hand” icon or chat function to be
recognized and to speak, but make sure you have unmuted your device.

b. Do not speak when someone else is speaking.

9) REMAIN FOCUSED AND PARTICIPATE IN THE MEETING

a. Especially when the camera is on YOU, we can all see your actions. Engage in the meeting. Look at the
camera. Listen to instruction. Answer questions when asked.

b. Do not use the Zoom meeting to meet with your peers or put on a “show” for them.

10) PAUSE YOUR VIDEO IF MOVING OR DOING SOMETHING DISTRACTING

a. Emergency happen. If you need to leave the room or get up and move about, stop your video

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty violations and their
definitions are not meant to be exhaustive. Rather, they are intended to serve as examples of unacceptable
academic conduct.

o Plagiarism is taking and presenting as one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the source. You
should understand the concept of plagiarism and keep it in mind when taking exams and preparing written
materials. If you do not understand how to “cite a source” correctly, you must ask for help.

e Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting to use
materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the context of the
academic assignment in question.

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the instructor may
report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related documentation in a file. Repeated
acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary action. Please refer to the General Catalog for
more information on academic dishonesty or other misconduct. Acts of cheating include, but are not limited to, the
following: (a) plagiarism; (b) copying or attempting to copy from others during an examination or on an
assignment; (c) communicating test information with another person during an examination; (d) allowing others
to do an assignment or portion of an assignment; (e) using a commercial term paper service.

Examples of Academic Dishonesty that can occur in an online environment:

Plagiarism may either be deliberate or unintentional.

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\ Veteran's Center
