\ Asignaturas

Pruebas:

El curso incluye varias pruebas de otrografia/redaccion y de comprension de lectura que tomard en
Canvas. Las pruebas son a contrarreloj (es decir tendra tiempo limitado para terminarlas) y solo podran
tomarlas una vez.

Asignaturas escritas: {A escribir!

Estas asignaturas escritas estan relacionadas con actividades o lecturas de los modulos de Cine y Literatura
o Lectura y Comprension. Para enviarlas debe entrar al Mddulo: Escritura, deben enviarse para el viernes
de cada semana y el profesor les hard correcciones por medio de simbolos y asignard una calificacion
parcial basada en el niumero de faltas ortograficas. El estudiante tendra que hacer las correcciones
indicadas por el profesor y reenviar la asignatura al maestro para el domingo de esa semana, de lo contrario
el estudiante obtendra solamente la primera calificacion. Las asignaturas que sean enviadas después del
viernes NO seran corregidas y el estudiante perdera los 10 puntos.

Ensayos

Habra cuatro (4) ensayos a lo largo del curso. Las instrucciones para estos ensayos estaran en distintos
modulos de escritura correspondientes a las semanas en que se entregan. Los ensayos tienen un peso de
30% de su calificacion asi que es muy importante que los escriban. Escribalo con tiempo para que pueda
llevarlo con un tutor.

Discusion en clase:

Las discusiones semanales pueden encontrarse en los modulos de cine y literatura o yendo a los Foros de
Discusion de Canvas. Las discusiones seran sobre temas relacionados con actividades de los textos sobre
los cuales los estudiantes tienen que opinar. Por cada tema, los estudiantes tienen que escribir su opinion
o respuesta a ciertas preguntas y también comentar sobre la opinién de otro compaiiero en otras dos
entradas. De esta manera tendran que escribir tres entradas por tema semanalmente. La primera
participacion en la discusion debe hacerse para el dia viernes de cada semana. Si su primera participacion
no estd en la discusion para el viernes de esa semana perdera todos los puntos. Sus otros dos comentarios
a los compafiero/as se vencen el domingo de esa semana (solo si participd con la primera entrada).

Su participacion debe ser seria y debe escribir por lo menos 150 palabras en su respuesta y 50 palabras en
sus comentarios a sus compafieros. Si su participacion no aporta a la discusion, no recibird puntos por su
respuesta. Recuerde, debera también escribir dos comentarios a dos de sus compafieros para recibir todos
los puntos posibles.

Dictados:
Si los estudiantes lo solicitan, el maestro abrira sesiones de repaso presenciales antes de los exdmenes o
en cualquier momento durante el semestre.
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Estructura del curso

Puede ver el video “Cdémo navegar el curso” que se encuentra en el Modulo de Informacion Importante. Ahi podra
ver como se estructura el curso y codmo navegar en él. Este curso estd organizado semanalmente y cada semana
contiene modulos de aprendizaje. Los modulos de aprendizaje tienen 5 areas divididas en:

1) Lecturay Comprension
a. Contiene lecturas provenientes del texto y de periddicos de América Latina, ejercicios de
vocabulario, practicas y pruebas.
2) Ortografia y Redaccion
a. Contiene explicaciones gramaticales y ortograficas, asi como ejercicios de practica y pruebas.
3) Ciney Literatura
a. Contiene cortometrajes y obras literarias y ejercicios de comprension y analisis.
4) Escrituray Dictado
a. Contiene ejercicios de escritura y ensayos.
5) Discusiones
a. Contiene discusiones sobre el material de lectura o videos.

En su conjunto los moddulos tienen como objetivo desarrollar en el estudiante las habilidades o destrezas
lingiiisticas necesarias para mejorar su comprension lectora y su escritura.

Modulos de Aprendizaje y Navegacion del curso

En los mddulos se encuentran las explicaciones gramaticales, presentaciones en formato power point, enlaces a
videoclases, ejercicios, pruebas, discusiones y lecturas. Cada semana tiene una agenda que le indica lo que debe
entregarse al final de la semana. Una vez que ingrese a los modulos de aprendizaje ahi encontraré el material para
aprender algiin punto gramatical, asi como lecturas y ejercicios contenidos en el libro Paqueteduques y el
Paquete’ilustres. La informacion contenida en el mddulo es lo que se cubriria en el salon de clase. Recuerden,
ahora ustedes tienen la responsabilidad de leer y comprender las explicaciones gramaticales. La mayoria de los
ejercicios de cada semana se vencen el domingo y las asignaturas se cierran automaticamente. No intente tomar
las practicas o las pruebas sin antes leer las explicaciones y estudiar. Las practicas de gramatica en Canvas son
calificadas y en la mayoria tienen tres oportunidades para contestar correctamente. Revisen la ortografia
(acentos), la gramatica (tiempo verbal conjugado correctamente) y la puntuacion (mayusculas y puntos). Por
ultimo, en Canvas estan las pruebas que tienen que tomar y los temas para participar en las discusiones de clase.

\ Online Netiquette [COmo comportarse en linea]

e What is netiquette? Netiquette is internet manners, online etiquette, and digital etiquette all rolled
into one word. Basically, netiquette is a set of rules for behaving properly online.

e Students are to comply with the following rules of netiquette: (1) identify yourself, (2) include a
subject line, (3) avoid sarcasm, (4) respect others’ opinions and privacy, (5) acknowledge and return
messages promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use

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appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!!1)].

How am I expected to act in an online “classroom” (especially Zoom)?

Attending a virtual meeting can be a challenge when there are many students on one conference call.
Participating in such meetings may count as class attendance, but disruptive behavior may also result in
you not being admitted to future meetings. Follow the tips below for best results:

1) Be RESPECTFUL
a. Your written, verbal, and non-verbal communications should be respectful and focused on
the learning topics of the class.
2) Find a QUIET LOCATION & SILENCE YOUR PHONE (if zooming)
a. People walking around and pets barking can be a distraction.
3) EAT AT A DIFFERENT TIME.
a. Crunching food or chugging drinks is distracting for others.
b. Synchronous zoom times are set in advance so reserve meals for outside class meetings.
4) ADJUST YOUR LIGHTING SO THAT OTHERS CAN SEE YOU

a. Itishard to see you in dim lighting so find a location with light.

b. Ifyour back is to a bright window, you will be what is called “backlit” and not only is it hard
on the eyes (glare) but you look like a silhouette.

5) POSITION THE CAMERA SO THAT YOUR FACE AND EYES ARE SHOWING

a. Ifyou are using the camera, show your face; it helps others see your non-verbal cues.

b. You may be at home, but meeting in pajamas or shirtless is not appropriate so dress
suitably. Comb your hair, clean your teeth, fix your clothes, etc. before your meeting time
to show self-respect and respect for others.

6) Be READY TO LEARN AND PAY ATTENTION

a. Catch up on other emails or other work later.

b. Ifyou are Zooming, silence your phone and put it away.

c. Ifyouareinaroom with a TV - turn it off.

7) USE YOUR MUTE BUTTON WHEN IN LOUD PLACES OR FOR DISTRACTIONS

a. Pets barking, children crying, sneezing, coughing, etc. can happen unexpectedly. It’s best if
you conference in a private space, but if you can’t find a quiet place, when noises arise
MUTE your laptop.

8) REMEMBER TO UNMUTE WHEN SPEAKING

a. Follow your instructor’s directions about using the “raise hand” icon or chat function to be
recognized and to speak, but make sure you have unmuted your device.

b. Do not speak when someone else is speaking.

9) REMAIN FOCUSED AND PARTICIPATE IN THE MEETING

a. Especially when the camera is on YOU, we can all see your actions. Engage in the meeting.
Look at the camera. Listen to instruction. Answer questions when asked.

b. Do not use the Zoom meeting to meet with your peers or put on a “show” for them.

10) PAUSE YOUR VIDEO IF MOVING OR DOING SOMETHING DISTRACTING

| Honestidad Académica

[Required language.] Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and
instructors respect the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging
and safeguarding intellectual property.

Rather, they are intended to serve as examples of
unacceptable academic conduct.

e Plagiarism is taking and presenting as one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the
source. You should understand the concept of plagiarism and keep it in mind when taking exams and
preparing written materials. If you do not understand how to “cite a source” correctly, you must ask
for help.

e Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or attempting
to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate in the
context of the academic assignment in question.

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the
instructor may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related
documentation in a file. Repeated acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary
action. Please refer to the General Catalog for more information on academic dishonesty or other
misconduct. Acts of cheating include, but are not limited to, the following: (a) plagiarism; (b) copying or
attempting to copy from others during an examination or on an assignment; (c) communicating test
information with another person during an examination; (d) allowing others to do an assignment or
portion of an assignment; (e) using a commercial term paper service.

How do I show academic honesty and integrity in an online “classroom”?

e KEEP YOUR PASSWORDS CONFIDENTIAL.
o You have a unique password to access online software like Canvas. Never allow someone
else to log-in to your account.
e COMPLETE YOUR OWN COURSEWORK.
o When you register for an online class and log-in to Canvas, you do so with the
understanding that you will produce your own work, take your own exams, and will do so
without the assistance of others (unless directed by the instructor).

Examples of Academic Dishonesty that can occur in an online environment:

e Copying from others on a quiz, test, examination, or assignment;

o Allowing someone else to copy your answers on a quiz, test, exam, or assignment;

e Having someone else take an exam or quiz for you;

e Conferring with others during a test or quiz (if the instructor didn’t explicitly say it was a group
project, then he/she expects you to do the work without conferring with others);

e Buying or using a term paper or research paper from an internet source or other company or
taking any work of another, even with permission, and presenting the work as your own;

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o Excessive revising or editing by others that substantially alters your final work;

e Sharing information that allows other students an advantage on an exam (such as telling a peer
what to expect on a make-up exam or prepping a student for a test in another section of the same
class);

o Taking and using the words, work, or ideas of others and presenting any of these as your own
work is plagiarism. This applies to all work generated by another, whether it be oral, written, or
artistic work. Plagiarism may either be deliberate or unintentional.
