Course Description

This course introduces students to the concepts and issues related to teaching diverse learners in today’s contemporary
schools, Kindergarten through Grade 12 (K-12). Topics include teaching as a profession and career, historical and
philosophical foundations of the American education system, contemporary educational issues, California’s content
standards and frameworks, and teacher performance standards. In addition to class time, the course requires a
minimum of 30 hours of structured fieldwork in public school elementary classrooms that represent California’s diverse
student population and includes cooperation with at least one carefully selected and campus-approved certificated
classroom teacher.

This is a fully online class and requires the use of a computer and web-based online learning platform called Canvas. It is
asynchronous, which means that there are no assigned class times or required meetings. You will find the link to Canvas
on the “Student” drop-down menu on the IVC homepage.

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

Education 200 is an asynchronous online class, which means that you can complete your work on your schedule. Regular
online attendance, preparation, and the completion of thirty hours of structured fieldwork are requirements. Instruction
will be offered through weekly readings, assignments and videos and a weekly optional Zoom meeting. Assignments
include online discussions, journals, and collaboration on group projects and tasks. You are responsible for submitting
assignments on or before the deadline.

Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the amount of student
work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2) hours of out-of-class time per week
over the span of a semester. WASC has adopted a similar requirement.

Course Grading Based on Course Objectives

A final grade will be based on your weighted average in the following categories and on your successful completion of
the thirty hours of fieldwork in a local K— 8 school. (Note: See list of “Alternative Fieldwork” in Canvas.

Note about Fieldwork — Thirty hours of fieldwork is required by the California Teacher Credentialing Commission for a
successful completion of this course. Due to the school closures, your fieldwork will consist of alternate assignments
that have been developed in collaboration with the SDSU School of Education. Examples of activities include: online
school observations and reports, tutoring sessions and reports, online professional development experiences and
reflections, unit plans, lesson plans, and video lesson demonstrations. There is a detailed list of approved assignments
and a “Fieldwork Log” in Canvas. (Due Week 15)

Course Policies

Attendance

A student who fails to attend the first meeting of a class or does not complete the first mandatory activity of an

online class will be dropped. Should readmission be desired, student’s status will be the same as that of any other

student who desires to add a class.

It is the student’s responsibility to drop or officially withdraw from the class. See General Catalog for details.

Attendance is critical to student success and for IVC to use federal aid funds. Regular attendance is expected. A

student whose continuous, unexcused absences exceed the number of hours the class is scheduled to meet per

week may be dropped. For online courses, students who fail to complete required activities for two consecutive

weeks may be considered to have excessive absences and may be dropped.

Absences attributed to the representation of the college at officially approved events (conferences, contests, and

field trips) will be counted as ‘excused’ absences.

Acceptable indications of attendance are:

e Student submission of an academic assignment

e Student submission of an exam

e Student participation in an instructor-led Zoom conference

e Documented student interaction with class postings, such as an interactive tutorial or computer-assisted
instruction via modules

e A posting by the student showing the student's participation in an assignment created by the instructor

e A posting by the student in a discussion forum showing the student's participation in an online discussion about
academic matters

e An email from the student or other documentation showing that the student has initiated contact with a faculty
member to ask a question about an academic subject studied in the course.

Note: Logging onto Canvas alone is NOT adequate to demonstrate academic attendance by the student.
