Late or Missing Paragraphs or Essays: For each class session a paragraph or an essay is late, the paragraph’s or the essay's
grade will drop one letter (ex: a B- essay would become a C- essay). Please, contact me BEFORE the paragraph or
the essay is due if you are having difficulty making the deadline because of illness or emergency. Please, be
prepared to document your disaster. Paragraphs and Essays are due, typed and stapled, at the beginning of class.

Late or Missing Drafts: For each draft you fail to turn in or turn in late (either drafts for peer reviews or drafts for me)
your final essay grade will drop one letter. For example, if you don’t turn in a first draft and your second draft is late, your
B essay will go down to a D.

Attendance
