Academic Honesty  

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect 
the integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding 
intellectual property.  
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There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty violations and 
their definitions are not meant to be exhaustive.

•Plagiarism is taking and presenting's one’s own the writings or ideas of others, without citing the 
source. You should understand the concept of plagiarism and keep it in mind when taking exams and 
preparing written materials.

•Cheating is defined as fraud, deceit, or dishonesty in an academic assignment, or using or 
attempting to use materials, or assisting others in using materials that are prohibited or inappropriate 
in the context of the academic assignment in question.  

Anyone caught cheating or plagiarizing will receive a zero (0) on the exam or assignment, and the 
instructor may report the incident to the Campus Disciplinary Officer, who may place related 
documentation in a file. Repeated acts of cheating may result in an F in the course and/or disciplinary 
action.

Examples of Academic Dishonesty that can occur in an online environment  

•Copying from others on a quiz, test, examination, or assignment; 
•Allowing someone else to copy your answers on a quiz, test, exam, or assignment; •Having 
someone else take an exam or quiz for you; 
•Conferring with others during a test or quiz (if the instructor didn’t explicitly say it was a group project, 
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then he/she expects you to do the work without conferring with others); 
•Buying or using a term paper or research paper from an internet source or other company or taking 
any work of another, even with permission, and presenting the work as your own; 
•Excessive revising or editing by others that substantially alters your final work; •Sharing information 
that allows other students an advantage on an exam (such as telling a peer what to expect on a 
make-up exam or prepping a student for a test in another section of the same class); 
•Taking and using the words, work, or ideas of others and presenting any of these as your own work 
is plagiarism. This applies to all work generated by another, whether it be oral, written, or artistic 
work. Plagiarism may either be deliberate or unintentional.  

"Do's" 

•Trust the value of your own intellect. 

•Undertake research honestly and credit others for their work. •Demonstrate your own achievement 
and abilities.  

•Ask for help from me, or for more time if you need it!  

"Do Not's" 

•Purchase papers or have someone write a paper for you. Recent reports show that agents who sell 
paper or take exams for pay by other students may end up being "blackmailed" by those agents in a 
variety of situations.(If you default on the agreed amount of compensation, do not purchase additional 
services, etc.) Agents have been known to notify the college of the misbehavior of students caught in 
this kind of trap.  

•Copy ideas or wording without citing your source.  

•Copy answers from another student. 
•Ask another student to do your work for you.
