Students will engage in critical analysis, discussion, and
written response to works in the Humanities including literature, visual arts, and music with a focus on U.S.
cultures and how values are reflected in the development of art and culture. The course will also develop
English language skills with a focus on vocabulary, critical reading and composition skills required for more
advanced academic discourse.

2. Analyze, interpret, evaluate, and summarize a variety of texts and use this critical reading to support
essay writing;

3. Use critical thinking skills to analyze and draw from culturally diverse experiences, readings, and

discussions to inform essay writing;

Develop academic vocabulary through contextual and structural clues;

Apply principles of unity, coherence, and transition to essay development;

Edit and revise, producing qualitatively improved essays;

Introduce and incorporate appropriate paraphrases and quotations into essays;

Recognize and produce grammatically correct sentences;

Identify and paraphrase main ideas in summary responses.
