Essay Grading Policy:

Essays are graded on a percent of 100.

Grade reflects the overall quality of the work turned in, how complete the work is and whether the
instructions from the assignment were properly followed.

A rubric will be used to grade the essays.

Missing or unsatisfactory work will be scored “no credit.” This is a 0 (F) and averaged into your grade.
Essays that do not follow the prompt instructions will receive a 0 (F).

Essays & Plagiarism:

You will be writing one short opinion essay and one 600—900-word opinion essay.
All essays will be turned in to a plagiarism checker.

So that your essay is not cited for plagiarism, the report should be 15% or less.

Any essay that is suspected of plagiarism will receive a zero.

Discussion Forums:

Every week you will participate in a discussion forum. Late posts are not possible.

Your discussion forum consists of three parts:

Part 1: Your initial post.

Part 2: Response to two or your peers.

Make sure to answer all questions asked in the prompt.

In your initial response make sure to be aware of academic language, paragraph structure, sentence
structure, and grammar to the best of your ability.

Quizzes:

Quizzes are given throughout the semester.
Be aware of the due dates.
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Out of Class Assignments: The Department of Education policy states that one (1) credit hour is the
amount of student work that reasonably approximates not less than one hour of class time and two (2)
hours of out- of-class time per week over the span of a semester.
