Through readings, discussions, videos, webcasts and other activities, students examine the interdependence of people
around the world and global issues that affect these relationships. It will provide an overview of the history and
theoretical approaches that have created a global society through topics such as global politics, human rights, the
natural environment, population, disease, gender, information technology, war and peace. This is a required course for
the Global Studies Emphasis.

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

This course will consist of a combination of online lectures, discussion post, assigned readings, videos, and online
quizzes.

Students are advised to take notes from the online lectures and PowerPoint lectures as lecture materials are
stressed on exams and assignments. Student discussion groups are also required.
