A continuation of SPAN 100 with the main emphasis on the imperfect, preterit, and the present perfect forms 

for both regular and irregular verbs. The course continues teaching language acquisition in a cultural context 

through the four basic language skills: hearing, speaking, reading, and writing. Not open to students with native 

fluency in Spanish and to those students who have studied in a Spanish Speaking country. Course is conducted 

in Spanish. (See SPAN 220) (C-ID SPAN 110)
