This course is not self-paced and has deadlines each week. The instruction format for this class is Online 

(Asynchronous). This means there will be no on-campus face-to-face meetings or scheduled Zoom meetings. However, I 
have regularly scheduled office hours listed in the syllabus for those students who would like to meet via Zoom and ask 

questions. You will be given a list of weekly deliverables that you will be responsible for. You can find these 
under the appropriate weekly heading, for example Week 1 Lesson, Week 2 Lesson, etc. Any questions you 
may have about the course can be posted in the “Ask Prof. Carr” discussion area inside Canvas. 

 

You must have access to a computer or laptop running the Windows 10 or 11 operating system or a Mac 
computer and access to the Internet to be successful in this course and complete the assignments. You may 
not be successful trying to participate in this class or complete the assignments using a cell phone, tablet, 
Chromebook or iPad as there may be compatibility issues.

Late Submissions and Make-up Work 

All discussion questions, assignments, tests, quizzes, and exams are worth points. The point value for each 
discussion question, assignment, test, quiz, and exam is clearly stated along with instructions within each 
weekly module. Coursework submitted on time will receive instructor feedback within two weeks. Only 
assignments may be submitted late for a maximum of half credit, and feedback from the professor may not be 
submitted within two weeks. Discussion questions, tests, quizzes, and exams cannot be made up or submitted 
late. It's important to submit all coursework on time and communication with the professor in advance if there 
is difficulty submitting coursework on time. The student's success in class is very important, so each student is 
encouraged to reach out to the professor if they are having difficulty in class.  

Final Grades  

Final grades are calculated based on the total points earned from all completed coursework, divided by the 
total possible points, multiplied by 100. That percentage will fall into one of the grade percentage ranges 
below. Students will be able to monitor their progress in class weekly to monitor their final grade projection.
