SOBRE “CALLATE Y ESCRIBE” O SHUT UP AND WRITE:

Un "Shut Up and Write" es una sesion de escritura donde los participantes se retinen para escribir en silencio durante un periodo de tiempo
determinado. Aqui tienes algunos pasos para establecer un "Shut Up and Write" exitoso:

1. Definir el Propdsito y Objetivos

e  (Clarifica el objetivo de la sesion, como avanzar en proyectos de escritura, superar bloqueos creativos, o simplemente dedicar tiempo a
escribir. Para nosotros, el objetivo es escribir un cuento siguiendo el esquema propuesto por Anton Chejov: “Un hombre, en Monte
Carlo, va al casino, gana un millén, vuelve a casa, se suicida”.

2. Elegir un Formato

e Decide si el evento sera presencial o virtual. Para eventos virtuales, considera usar plataformas como Zoom o Google Meet. Zoom ofrece
45 minutos gratis a usuarios registrados sin suscripcién por paga.

3. Establecer una Agenda
e  Introduccion (5-10 minutos): Breve presentacion de los participantes, explicar el formato y las reglas.

e  Sesion de escritura (40 minutos en dos bloques de 20 minutos): Tiempo dedicado exclusivamente a la escritura. Se puede repetir en
varios bloques.

e  Pausa (5- entre bloques): Tiempo para descansar, estirarse y socializar si es necesario. Continuar...

e  Sesion de cierre (5-10 minutos): Reflexiones y comparticion de experiencias, si los participantes lo desean. Si expira la sesién zoom
tendran que volver enviar el enlace y volver a entrar.
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4. Seleccionar una Ubicacion Adecuada
e  Presencial: Elige un lugar tranquilo y comodo, como una biblioteca o una sala de conferencias.

e  Virtual: Asegurate de que todos los participantes tengan un espacio tranquilo para escribir.

5. Invitar a los Participantes

e  Enviainvitaciones con detalles del evento, como la fecha, hora y duracién. Puedes usar correos electrénicos, redes sociales o plataformas
de eventos.

6. Preparar los Materiales Necesarios

e  Presencial: Proporciona materiales basicos como papel, lapices, y acceso a enchufes para laptops.

e  Virtual: Asegurate de que todos tengan acceso a la plataforma de reunién y cualquier otro recurso necesario.
7. Establecer Reglas de Cortesia

o Reglas como apagar los teléfonos mdviles, evitar conversaciones durante la sesion de escritura, y respetar el tiempo de los demas.
8. Crear un Ambiente de Apoyo

e  Fomenta un ambiente positivo y de apoyo, donde los participantes se sientan comodos compartiendo sus experiencias y desafios.
9. Evaluacion y Feedback

e Alfinal de la sesion, pide a los participantes que compartan sus pensamientos sobre lo que funcioné bien y lo que podria mejorarse.
10. Planificar Sesiones Futuras

e  Establece una frecuencia que funcione para los participantes, como semanal o cada dos semanas. Recuerda que el grupo tendra que
reunirse nueve veces a través del semestre.

e  Para recibir crédito en esta clase las sesiones deben ser grabadas por zoom u otro medio: debe haber constancia verificable de que se
reunio con su grupo. Si la sesion es presencial, de igual manera debera haber constancia, verificable de la sesién: grabarla.

11. Elegir un o una lider de grupo.

e Ellider de grupo debe cerciorarse de que todos los integrantes del grupo se adhieran a las reglas y los tiempos del “Callate y
Escribe: llamar al orden; empezar a tiempo grabando la sesidn; hacer el llamado de callarse y escribir; tomar el breve descanso,
continuar y terminar la sesion solicitando comentarios a los demas miembros. Ver abajo ejemplos de preguntas para el final
de sesion.

e Aparte del lider, debe seleccionarse un “cronometrador” para cada sesion. Obvio: para llevar registro de los tiempos.

e Ellider de grupo es responsable de enviar la constancia (grabacion) de la sesion al profesor. Si no hay constancia, nadie recibe
crédito.

Organizar y participar en sesiones de "Shut Up and Write" puede ser una excelente manera de motivar a los escritores a avanzar en sus proyectos
y superar bloqueos creativos.
