experiences for infants and toddlers through the early primary years.

7. Develop plans for environments that are appropriate for children's individual ages, stages, and abilities,
needs, and learning goals.

8. Explain how the principles of the Universal Design for Learning (UDL) are applied in various situations and
how specific learning experiences could be adapted to address individual children's learning and
development needs.

9. Explain how different teaching strategies could be used for a variety of curriculum goals.

10. Describe guidance and interaction approches o support social relationships and learning.

11. Describe various strategies for engaging and partnering with families to support children's development
and learning.
