Course Description

A two-semester study of the structure and function of the human organism, from the molecular to the gross
level. This course may require the use of human cadavers for observation and/or dissection. Preparatory for
RN program and paramedical programs. (C-1D: BIOL 115B with BIOL 200 & BIOL 202) (CSU, UC credit limited.
See a counselor.)

BIOL 100 or BIOL 122 or BIOL 124 or BIOL 180 or BIOL 182, with grades of “C” or better; or successful
completion of Intermediate Algebra or appropriate placement as defined by AB 705 and current California
LVN/RN license.

List and describe the types, functions, and locations of the different tissues in the body.

Describe the structure and functions of the integumentary system.

5. Describe the structure and functions of the skeletal system and identify the main bones and joints and
different types of articulations.

6. Explain the structure and functions of the muscular system, molecular model of muscle contraction,
and identify main muscles’ names, locations, and actions.

7. Explain transmission and regulation of nerve impulses and describes the structure and functions of the
nervous system, including the brain, spinal cord, and sensory organs

LECTURE (45% of your grade)

There will be 3 total exams. Each one will be 15% of your grade. The lecture exams include multiple-choice,
true/false, fill-in-the-blank, and essay questions. The exam format can consist of multiple choice, fill-in, flow charts
and short answers. If there is a severe or compelling reason why you missed an exam, it is always helpful to supply
proof (doctor’s note, court order, etc) a make up exam will be given the last week of the semester. This is up to the
discretion of the professor.

LAB EXAMS (45% of your total grade)

There are 4exams worth 11% each counting toward your final grade.

e Lab exams are scheduled during our regular lab meetings. Many questions are anatomy-based and
include the identification of organs, structures, or tissues. Additional questions may include graphing,
data analysis, and short answers pertaining to the lab activities completed during the labs. NO WORD
BANK will be given during the exams. Spelling counts!

e These are timed exams consisting of identifying structures on lab models, photographs, and/or preserved
specimens. Exam format can consist of fill-in and/or multiple choice.

e Each practicum consists of approximately 25 stations (some with multiple questions per station). Students
will be required to identify and write the names of structures identified on models and dissected material or
answer questions relating to the laboratory exercises. Spelling counts!

e Lab exams cannot be made up. If there is a severe or compelling reason why you missed a lab exam,
your lowest exam score on record will replace the missing grade. It is always helpful to supply proof
(doctor’s note, court order, etc). If the lab exam is missed for any other reason, it is up to the discretion
of the professor and could mean a zero entered for your grade.

e Students requesting accommodation through DSPS must email me at least 3 days before the lab exam
to notify me of their needs.

HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS (10% of your total grade)

e Homework assignments will not be accepted late as all students must submit the homework for me to
post the answers to the class.
