Course Objectives

Upon satisfactory completion of the course, students will be able to:
1. Identify the characteristics of prose fiction through discussion, quizzes, writing, and group work.
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2. Analyze specific works of prose fiction in order to formulate text interpretations, supporting these
interpretations with citations from the works studied.

3. Identify the characteristics of drama through discussion, quizzes, writing, short dramatizations, role playing, and
other activities.

4. Analyze specific plays in order to formulate text interpretations, supporting these interpretations with citations
from the works studied.

5. ldentify the characteristics of poetry through discussion, quizzes, writing, and group activities.

6. Analyze specific poems in order to formulate text interpretations, supporting these interpretations with citations
from the works studies.

7. ldentify methods of criticism and apply knowledge of these methods by writing analyses of literary works.

8. Write a variety of essays, research papers, and other assignments that, together, total at least 5,000 words
