Course Description

Elementary Spanish Course is based on a contrastive analysis between Spanish and English and is designed to develop in
the English-speaking student rudimentary abilities in the four basic language skills: hearing, speaking, reading, and
writing. The main emphasis is on the present tense of both regular and irregular verbs. The student will be familiarized
with those features of Hispanic culture, which reflect the different frame of reference from which the native speaker of
Spanish views the world. The class is conducted in Spanish. (CSU, UC).

Course Prerequisite(s) and/or Corequisite(s)

Prerequisite: The student must be able to speak and read English. Not open to students with native ability in Spanish or
those who have studied in a Spanish speaking country (See SPAN 220). For additional oral practice, concurrent
enrollment in SPAN 113 is recommended.

1. Organize information about a historical or cultural aspect of a Spanish-Speaking country for a
written or oral assignment.

2. Successfully communicate at the novice/elementary level a personal event in the present tense.

3. Describe basic daily life situations using correct grammatical structures, vocabulary,
and idiomatic expressions (ILO1)

Course Objectives

1. Demonstrate knowledge of the Spanish sound system.

2. Use the Spanish writing/spelling system with its diacritical marks, especially theaccent.

3. Practice receptive skills through coordinated written and spoken material.

4. Practice productive skills, by repetition, use of cognates, and real-life situations appropriate to the university level.

5. Demonstrate knowledge of grammar to allow communication from controlled use of language forms to open-ended
communicative activities.

6. Demonstrate knowledge of the language skills in speaking, listening, writing, and comprehension according to the
American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Language Proficiency Guidelines.

7. Identify the varieties of Spanish and its speakers through recordings, maps, andvideos.

Course Requirements and Instructional Methods

In-Person (Face-to-face)- On an on-campus class, course activity occurs face-to-face at I.V.C. or a designated physical
site. The course meetings occur at scheduled physical site. The course meetings occur on scheduled days and times.
Instructors may still use Canvas or other software products to enhance (like by posting the syllabus or hosting a
discussion board) the class outside of the face-to-face meetings.

In an F-2-F class there are required real-time or on-campus meetings. All content is delivered both in the classroom and
in Canvas. Coursework does have due dates as set by the instructor but can be completed at any time before the due
date according to an individual student’s schedule. Quizzes or tests may have a shortened period (usually a week’s time)
during which students will need to complete them.
The Student Activities in https://lingrolearning.com/spanish/ online (Capitulo Preliminar A, and Capitulo 1-5): should
be kept up to date by every student. They are due on Sundays. Plan to study 1-2 hours or more a day on your own. It
is important when learning a foreign language to practice listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills as much as
you can outside of the

HOMEWORK: Submit homework on time. The homework will be assigned during every class. No late homework,
assignments, or quizzes will be accepted unless a valid medical excuse, within two days of your return. You are
responsible for the work missed during your absence. Remember, https://lingrolearning.com/spanish/ activities are
due on Sundays. There is also a Discussion every week on topics related to the material covered during the week. You
must also make one comment to two classmates by Sunday before 11:59 P.M. Other activities will be assigned to
evaluate material comprehension.

WRITTEN COMPOSITIONS: You will write short compositions weekly. These activities are under the culture module. The
topics for these compositions will be assigned by the instructor every week. You will also do discussions. Writing will
help you put into practice what you learn in the grammar section.
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ORAL INTERVIEW/PRESENTATION: You will prepare oral interviews or presentations. The topics will be assigned by the
instructor, and they will be related to the culture of any Spanish speaking country studied in class or the material
covered in class. Interview will be graded on content, preparation, creativity, vocabulary, fluency, pronunciation, and
ability to communicate in the target language. Not speaking enough Spanish in presentation lowers your grade. There
will be a total of two presentations during the semester.

MIDTERM EXAM: The midterm will be on Chapters Preliminary A, 1, and 2. This exam will be taken at the language Lab.

FINAL EXAM: The final exam will be in Chapters 3, 4, and 5. More information regarding this exam will be given by the
instructor. This exam will be taken at the language lab.

CHAPTER EXAMS (EXAMENES): There will be six-chapter exams, one midterm and a final exam; all these exams will be
taken at https://lingrolearning.com/spanish/ (I will drop the lowest score from tests). If for any reason you miss a test
or a quiz (illness, death in the family, etc., consider this your lowest grade and | will drop it). In addition, expect quizzes
(written or oral) on spelling, grammar, homework assignments, and discussions on history, vocabulary, and culture.
Quizzes will be announced and unannounced. There will be NO MAKE- UP TESTS OR QUIZZES -Except in cases of
documented emergencies, at the discretion of the professor. For reasons of fairness and the integrity of the class, there
are NO EXCEPTIONS. Last examinations will be held during the first week of June.
