Writing assignments will be due at the beginning of class. They will be graded by letters ranging from an Atoan F.

There will be three exams throughout the semester, and a comprehensive final. Before each exam | will tell you what
kinds of topics will be on the test so you can prepare accordingly.
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In addition to the Paper and exams, there will be 4 quizzes, each is worth 2.5% of your final grade. There will also be a
term paper (4-6 pages) assigned near the end of the semester. The specifics of the paper will be covered in class and are
in Blackboard.

Finally, a significant component of your final grade will be based on your participation in class. To do well in the class, you
should do all of the reading assignments and group work in order to obtain you class participation points.

Attendance

messages promptly, (6) copy with caution, (7) do not spam or junk mail, (8) be concise, (9) use
appropriate language, (10) use appropriate emoticons (emotional icons) to help convey meaning, and
(11) use appropriate intensifiers to help convey meaning [do not use ALL CAPS or multiple
exclamation marks (!!!)].

| Academic Honesty |

Academic honesty in the advancement of knowledge requires that all students and instructors respect the
integrity of one another’s work and recognize the important of acknowledging and safeguarding
intellectual property.

There are many different forms of academic dishonesty. The following kinds of honesty violations and
their definitions are not meant to be exhaustive. Rather, they are intended to serve as examples of
unacceptable academic conduct.
